Name:  The Anglican Relief and Development Fund 
Mission Statement:  The Anglican Relief and Development Fund (ARDF) provides effective and 
efficient relief and development for objective high impact projects with measurable 
transformational results. ARDF exists to maximize life change in some of the most challenging 
parts of the Anglican Communion primarily in the Global South, adhering to the biblically based 
Anglican tradition. 
Impact:  Since it’s inception in September 2004, ARDF, by God’s grace, has provided more than 
$3 million in funding for 77 relief and development projects.  The lives of more than 467,000 
people in 31 countries have been changed, strengthening the partnership of Anglicans worldwide. 
 
Fund Principles:   
 

·  Dignity, not dependency - ARDF supports grassroots Anglican projects, many beyond 
the reach of large international charities that change lives in measurable, sustainable 
ways.  ARDF seeks to empowering people through access to education, improved health 
and nutrition and income-earning opportunities giving families the dignity of 
participating in their own life improvements. 

 
·  Local knowledge, local presence – Through the unique 

personal connections with dioceses and their leaders in the 
Global South, ARDF finds, evaluates and funds projects that 
help specific people.  By working through the local 
organizations and church communities, Christ’s presence and 
mercy are tangible and visible. 

 
·  Sustained change – ARDF changes lives rather than merely 

sustaining them.  Our short-term financial investments yield 
long-term life changes in some of the world’s hardest places.

The Hope 
 

In Rwanda’s 
Bugesera region, 
recurrent drought  
and poor access to 
clean water led to 
malnutrition and 

death from water-borne illnesses.  This 
project made clean water accessible through 
the construction of wells and the protection 
of water springs.  It educated resident 
trainers to train community members to 
maintain the water systems, improve 
hygiene and sanitation and increase farm 
yields through sustainable methods.  
 
The Hope 
 

The dumps of 
Brazil’s northern city 
of Olinda are home 
to thousands of 
families whose 
existence depends on 
the city’s garbage.  
Instead of attending 
school, children dig 
through the garbage 
for anything they can 

eat and sell.  Living Waters Anglican Parish 
educated families who live in the dumps 
about health and life skills.  A renovated 
church building was used for the programs 
to help children improve their health and 
prepare them to attend school.  
 

The Future 
 
After clean water was 
made accessible through 
the construction of wells 
and the protection of water 
springs, Ahishyakiye said, 
“I am married with 5 
children . .  We used to 
collect water from the 
ponds and swampy area 
that caused sickness.  We used to fall sick 
often.  We will be forever indebted for the 
provision of clean water and teaching us 
how to improve our health.” 
 
 
The Future 
 
As a result of 
Living Waters 
Anglican Parish 
programs, 283 
residents of the 
garbage dump 
improved their 
health and 200 children started attending 
school.  Cleiton (age 10) says, “I live on the 
garbage dump for five years with my 
brothers and uncles.  There I used to carry 
guns for other people, despite being very 
frightened. . . I stayed at “My Fathers 
House” and there I went to school and gave 
my life to Jesus.  When I grow up I want to 
make a better life for my grandmother.  I 
want to go to University.”
